Gold Mining Journal has
visited this Gawler Craton gold
mine on several occasions over
the past four years — but most re-
cently after the South Australian
Resources and Energy Invest-
ment Conference (SAREIC) held
in Adelaide in early May. Explo-
ration general manager Tony
Poustie and colleague Paul An-
drovic (chief geologist) took Gold
Mining Journal underground to
visit the working areas of the op-
eration, which began producing

Mine geologist

in early 2005.

On the surface of things, not
much tends to change in this arid
and featurless part of SA, 750km
north-west of Adelaide. But with

the mining camp now smartened
up — including a new tennis court
— and the mine’s administration
offices and plant having a less
transitory feel about them, it is

a far longer haul than was first
predicted.
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
